Additional Student Activities
1.
Have the student go to the course website and download a participation log.  The participation log is designed like a police officer’s daily field activities report.  The student can use the log to record the high points of the classroom lecture.  The log can be used to gauge participation or as a vehicle for assigning extra credit.

2.
Have the student go to the course website and join the National Institute for Justice’s weekly law enforcement technology digest listserv.  It can be used for short papers on current events in law enforcement technology.
